HAP employs Hmong, Karen, Vietnamese and Somali staff members to ensure Elders receive high quality care and services based on their respective cultural needs and practices. Delicious, healthy, ethnic meals will be prepared daily for each of the ethnic groups attending the Center.

Beginning on April 20th, the Paj Ntaub Center will be open Monday to Friday, from 9:00 am to 1:00 pm. Transportation will be provided to and from each Elder’s home. The cost for Elders who are enrolled with MSHO providers or have an Elderly Waiver will be covered by those health plans. Elders who do not have health coverage can receive assistance from HAP staff members to register for a health care plan.
